Try
large, detailed, close-up sections of the nude. Bring a cushion and sit
on the floor to get an even more distorted view.

Its all in the contrasts; Fur, wool, smooth skin, metal, dark against
light, hard or angular against soft. With one of our popular models,
we will be working with props and contrasting textures.
Experiment with collaged newsprint and ink using different
implements to make marks.
